
PUMP NOT PUMPING

Replace motor

Hydraulic motor worn

Hydraulic pressure low
    (below 1000 PSI)

Check hydraulic power unit
with submersible pump
disconneccted to be sure it 
is functioning properly

Lack of water in pump

Pump inlet obstructed

Clear debris from 
inlet or strainer

Excessive wear 
on impeller

Replace worn parts

Replace motor or bearings

Hydraulic motor or
bearing seized

Submersible pump
not spinning

Hydraulic pressure high
     (above 1000 PSI)

Impeller jammed

Remove top cover 
and free impeller

Pump not submerged 
properly

Air trapped in 
pump volute

Check vent screw
(on some models)
to be sure it is
not plugged

Remove layflat discharge
hose that may trap air

Discharge head
too high for pump

Submersible pump spins

Discharge hose 
kinked or plugged

Clear hose of 
obstruction

Replace layflat
discharge hose
with rigid hose
or pipe

Be sure pump is
submerged initially
to oil fill plug on
bearing housing

Lay pump on it's side
with the discharge in
the 12 o'clock position
to allow air to escape

Lower pump into liquid
while operating
